Background:

In order to adjourn for a closed session, an affirmative vote must be taken of the Commission of
either two-thirds of the commission or all of the members present at the meeting.

“I move that the Commissioners of the Des Moines Area Regional Transit Authority go into
closed session to discuss strategy with counsel on a matter where litigation is imminent
where its disclosure would be likely to prejudice or disadvantage the position of DART in
that litigation.”

Motion is seconded.

Roll Call Vote is taken.

All visitors leave the room.

A special tape must be recorded and kept by the commission clerk for a period of one year of
the closed session.

No action may be taken in a closed session.
The Chair will adjourn the closed session when discussion is over.
The Chair will state for the record that no action was taken during the closed session.

Action may be taken at this time on any discussion made in the closed session.
