People are encouraged to park anywhere downtown near the D-Line route and ride for 
FREE. The D-Line will run until 11 p.m. or until the concert has ended. 
 
The D-Line runs primarily on Grand Avenue and Locust Street and uses the Walnut Street Bridge to 
connect to the East Village. Bus stops are located almost every block and marked specifically for the 
D-Line. Buses run approximately every 
15 minutes.
