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Board DART buses with a bike and ride free during May

of May riders who load their bike on the front of the bus will ride free.

Using DART bike racks can extend or speed up your bike frip,” said DART Chief Engagement and
Communications Officer Amanda Wanke.

How to use DART Bike Racks:
Loading and unloading a bike takes less than 20 seconds.

1. Once the bus comes to a complete stop, make sure the driver sees you before stepping in front of the
bike rack.

Squeeze the release handle at the top of the rack and lower down.

Lift your bike into the wheel slofs.

Lift the support arm at the side of the rack up and over the front bike tire until secure.

When exiting the bus, let the driver know you will be unloading your bike and complete the above steps
in reverse.

Moines. The indoor storage with changing rooms is available for a $50 annual fee plus a $50 one-time deposit.
